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Curriculum Offer
Curriculum Intent
At Aldingbourne Primary School, our curriculum is ambitious, inclusive and carefully sequenced to ensure all pupils develop the essential knowledge, skills and attitudes needed to become successful learners and well-rounded individuals.
Our curriculum is designed to:
· Meet the requirements of the National Curriculum
· Reflect the needs of our pupils and local community
· Promote high expectations for all learners, including disadvantaged pupils and those with SEND
· Develop confident, resilient learners with a lifelong love of learning
We place a strong emphasis on early reading, language development and mathematics, recognising these as vital foundations for future learning and achievement.
Curriculum Structure and Breadth
Our curriculum provides breadth, balance and progression from the Early Years through to Year 6. Pupils study a wide range of subjects, including:
· English (phonics, reading, writing and spoken language)
· Mathematics
· Science
· History and Geography
· Art and Design and Design and Technology
· Computing
· Music
· Physical Education 
· Religious Education
· PSHE, including Relationships and Health Education
· French
Learning is enriched through carefully selected topics, visits, visitors, themed days and extracurricular activities. These experiences help pupils make meaningful connections, broaden their understanding of the world and build cultural capital.
To ensure full coverage of the National Curriculum, topics include Prehistoric Past, The Vikings, Extreme Explorers, Amazing Americas and The War Years. Local and contextual learning is embedded through topics such as The Seaside, Sensational Sussex, The Romans and Houses and Homes, helping pupils understand their locality and its influence on the wider world.
Topics are responsive to pupils’ interests and needs. For example, extended learning around dinosaurs and the use of The Colour Monster in EYFS supports early scientific curiosity and social, emotional and mental health development.
Religious Education reflects the demographics of our school while providing opportunities to learn about a range of faiths, including Christianity, Islam, Hinduism and Judaism.
Curriculum Implementation
Our curriculum is carefully planned and sequenced so that knowledge and skills build progressively over time. Subject leaders have clearly identified:
· Key concepts and subject-specific vocabulary
· End points for each subject
· Clear progression across year groups
Teaching ensures that pupils:
· Secure prior knowledge before moving on
· Develop and confidently use subject-specific language
· Are appropriately challenged and well supported
High-quality phonics teaching underpins early reading, and pupils regularly practise and apply reading and writing skills across the curriculum. Each year group engages in structured book studies, with three carefully chosen high-quality texts studied across the year to enhance pupils’ exposure to age-appropriate literature.
An innovative timetabling approach allows foundation subjects to be taught by specialist teachers, ensuring high-quality provision and enriching learning experiences for all pupils.
Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS)
In the Early Years, the curriculum provides a strong foundation for future learning and is shaped by children’s starting points. It prioritises:
· Communication and language
· Early reading and phonics
· Personal, social and emotional development
· Physical development
Learning is delivered through a balance of adult-led and child-initiated activities, supporting curiosity, independence and readiness for transition into Key Stage 1.
Inclusion and Support
Our curriculum is inclusive by design. Reasonable adjustments and adaptations ensure all pupils, including those with SEND, can access learning and make progress. Disadvantaged pupils are supported through high-quality first teaching and targeted interventions.
Diversity, equality and British values are embedded throughout the curriculum, helping pupils develop respect, understanding and appreciation of the world around them.
Curriculum Impact
The impact of our curriculum is evident in:
· Strong progress and attainment
· Pupils’ ability to recall and apply knowledge confidently
· Positive attitudes to learning and good behaviour
· Pupils’ readiness for the next stage of education
By the time pupils leave Aldingbourne Primary School, they are confident, capable learners equipped with the knowledge, skills and values needed to succeed in Key Stage 3 and beyond.
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
